 Lehigh Township Rails to Trails (LTRT) would 
like to recognize the recent contributions of Dean How-
er and Innovative Design and Publishing (IDP).  Dean 
Hower is a Lehigh Township resident and avid bicyclist.  
He is the volunteer coordinator of the Northern Lehigh
